Our recent Board of Trustees meetings have been less focused on COVID-19 School

issues and have returned to business-as-usual discussions around finances, student
achievement and property issues.

Our school community has coped well with continuing Level 2 protocols and levels of

anxiety about the pandemic seemed to have reduced. Attendance has improved and our
tangata have being practising good hand hygiene and using the nominated entrances for
coming and going to school.

Efforts to manage spending have come under pressure from a high number of reliever
teachers due to staff illness. There is also an emerging concern about a lack of clarity about
the level of additional funding for implementing the recent pay equity settlement for teacher
aides. Initial announcements suggested that all of the increases in costs would be fully
funded. It is now less clear if this will be the case. Urgent clarification has been sought from
the Ministry of Education with assistance from the New Zealand School Trustees
Association. The Board will soon need to set a budget for the 2021 school year.
Clarification about the level of additional funding for teacher aides will be crucial for doing
that.

The Board has also begun to review its policies and procedures using a schedule in the
recently acquired School Documents app. This means we now have access to an up-to-date
set of policies and a simple way of ensuring they are reviewed in a timely manner. This is a
core governance role for the Board.

Significant progress has also been made on some long-standing property issues. The water
leak at the front of our Kura is finally fixed and timeframes for a number of large projects
have been agreed. This includes renovations and repairs to the pool, installing visual aids in
several places around the school, and some painting and general maintenance work.

Lastly, Dave outlined some early work on investigating if the current Etap system can be
developed to provide additional online functions as a parent portal. The Board is supportive
of this work as part of developing more online options. If the current work shows that a
parent portal is an option, it is likely to be used for school newsletters and notices and
provide a way for parents to update their contact details and communicate with the school.
