The number of 
pūrākau/stories and tākaro/play activity increases with each level. 

• The journal is like a reading log and tamariki are encouraged to talk about what they 
are reading or listening to with library staff. 

• Tamariki complete fun tākaro/play activities such as reading a book with a kaumatua or 
someone in their whānau or designing a brand-new cover for a book.
