Below are the attendance rates at school for last week against the Ministry of Education
headings. 1t is fantastic to see the number of tamariki reqularly attending nearly at the
Ministry of Education Target of 70%.

Ministry Headings | Attendance at school | Percentage students attend school

Regularly attending | 90%+ 68%o of students attended school 9/10 days a
fortnight

Irregular absence 80-89% 3% of students attended school 8/10 days a
fortnight

Moderately absent | 70-79% 16% of students attended school 7/10 days a
fortnight

Chronically absent | less than 70% 13% of students attended school less than
7/10 days a fortnight

For the majority of tamariki who have been chronically absent we have had no contact with
parents/whanau. For these tamariki they will miss 2 % weeks of school each term if they
continue with this pattern of attendance.
